
 
 

OPERATIONS COMMITTEE MINUTES 
DECEMBER 11, 2019 

 
 
CALL TO ORDER 
 
Chair Pro-Tem Keith Ogle called the Operations Committee meeting to order at 5:30 P.M. on 
Wednesday, December 11, 2019, at the Village of Frankfort Administration Building, 432 W. 
Nebraska Street, Frankfort, Illinois. 
 
ROLL CALL 
 
Operations Committee members present included Mayor Jim Holland, Village Clerk Gene Savaria, 
Chair Pro-Tem Keith Ogle, Trustees Adam Borrelli, John Clavio, Margaret Farina, and Jessica 
Petrow; Jennifer Hindel, Rob Joyce, Nathan Miller, Derek O’Sullivan, and Mike Stevens. Staff in 
attendance included Village Administrator Rob Piscia, Asst. Village Administrator Jeff Cook, 
Police Chief John Burica, Utilities Director Mike Stone, Asst. Director of Development Services 
Zach Brown, Building and Economic Development Manager Adam Nielsen, and Administrative 
Assistant Theresa Cork.  Residents Barb Stevens and Stacy Bond were also present. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES (November 13, 2019) 
 
Trustee Clavio made a motion (#1), seconded by Member Stevens, to approve the minutes of the 
Operations Committee meeting of November 13, 2019, as presented. The motion was unanimously 
approved.   
 
Trustee Borrelli arrived at 5:31 P.M. following approval of the minutes. 
 
SANITARY SEWER TELEVISION INSPECTIONS – BID PROPOSALS 
 
Utilities Director Stone presented four bid proposals submitted for the Sanitary Sewer Television 
Inspection Project.  He reported a portion of the Village’s sanitary sewers are situated along creeks 
and other tributary drainage ways. These areas are prone to saturated ground conditions and 
flooding. Subsequently, the probability of inflow and infiltration to enter the collection system in 
these locations is high and this project will help identify these defects by means of sewer televising.  
He further reported the proposed inspection area is comprised of approximately 28,500 feet of 
sanitary sewer, which includes the West Pump Station segment (Hickory Creek Tributary #1 from 
Cottonwood Road to Route 45) and the Hickory Creek Pump Station segment (Hickory Creek 
from Route 45 to Route 30; Union Ditch from St. Francis Road to Hickory Creek).   
 
Baxter & Woodman, consulting engineers for the project, analyzed each of the bids and found 
Pipe-View, LLC to be the lowest responsible and responsive bidder.  
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Member O’Sullivan made a motion (#2), seconded by Trustee Petrow, to forward a 
recommendation to the Village Board to award the contract for the 2019 Sanitary Sewer Television 
Inspection Project to Pipe-View, LLC, in an amount not to exceed $37,300.00. The motion was 
unanimously approved. 
 
VILLAGE WEBSITE 
 
Asst. Administrator Cook presented a request to enter into an agreement with Revize, LLC, for 
Village website redesign services. He reported staff issued an RFQ to perform website redesign 
services and the Village received responses from four firms. A nine-member selection team, 
representing nearly all departments, reviewed the qualifications received and identified two firms 
for detailed consideration to deliver the updated Village website.  He reported the successful firms, 
CivicPlus and Revize, provided a product demonstration onsite with the selection team. The team 
unanimously recommended Revize to provide the Village’s next website, which will be built to 
W3C web accessibility standards (ADA-compliant).  Mr. Cook noted the contract is currently 
under review by the Village attorney and the payment provision is being revised to reflect a “pay-
as-you-go” approach rather than the up-front payment of 75% indicated in the draft contract. 
 
Trustee Farina made a motion (#3), seconded by Trustee Borrelli, to forward a recommendation 
to the Village Board to approve the execution of the Web Services Sales Agreement with Revize, 
LLC, for the redesign of the Village website, in the amount of $24,700.00 for first year services 
and $2,500.00 per year ongoing hosting and maintenance services, subject to final legal review 
and revision of the payment schedule.  The motion was unanimously approved. 
 
OTHER BUSINESS 
 
Staff was asked about the status of the downtown parking study.  Administrator Piscia noted survey 
results are available and the matter will be discussed at a committee meeting in January. 
 
Staff was asked to investigate sidewalk improvements for the area along Nebraska Street between 
White and Ash Street. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS 
 
There were no comments from the public. 
 
ADJOURNMENT 

Hearing no further business, Member Stevens made a motion (#4), seconded by Trustee Clavio, to 
adjourn the Operations Committee meeting of December 11, 2019, at 5:55 P.M. The motion was 
unanimously approved.
